SUGGESTED ACTIVITY ‘
Mandrake’s Mystery: Upon entry to the Faire be sure to ask the Greeters for a copy of Mandrake’s Mystery. This free game
will have you laughing all day as you attempt to solve a game of “Renaissance Clue” by interacting with various performers.
This one is a must if you want to have more fun! There are new mysteries every weekend of the show.

Secret Unicorn Game: We've hidden the Faire Unicorn Logo in over 60 different locations. Can you find them all? Write your
answers on the back of this itinerary. Good luck!

Entertainment Program & Schedule: If you weren’t handed a free Entertainment Program and Schedule of Events when you
walked into the Faire be sure to get one from our Greeters at the entry gate. This will give you a summary of all performers
and when and where they are performing.

Become a Spy: Relax a bit and watch IB Spies where you can learn to be a “simple British Farmer” for a job (wink wink). Get
off your feet and share some time with your children at shows designed just for them.

March in the Parade: If you are wearing a Renaissance costume we encourage you to meet us at the front gate and march
with us in the Royal Procession. Check your schedule for the parade start time. We stage to march 10 minutes prior to start.

Interact with our Street Cast: Take a moment to chat with our costumed actors and get your photo taken with them. Ask
them what they do in the village and engage them in conversation. They want to talk to you and help you step back in time.

Enroll in Soldier School: Young men learn what it takes to be a knight at Soldier School. ** Fee may apply

Stay for Halloween Knights: On certain evenings the Faire stays open late for a special Halloween event. Stay late for the
haunted joust, fire shows, zombie walk-and-dance, costume contests, safe-trick-or-treat and more.

Dance with Us: Every day of the Faire we teach various dances you’d see at an old-world festival or a castle court. Check your
schedule and join us as we teach you the steps of courtly dance.

Smite the Knight: Challenge the Black Knight to a duel and take arms in our “Smite the Knight” ring located at the Hitting &
Stabbing Emporium. Stroll down our Kids Alley for games designed for our younger guests. Win an award and get knighted!

Grab a Bite: From turkey kegs and bread bowl stews to more traditional fare like pizza and hamburgers you'll find the tasty
treats you and your family are looking for in the kingdom’s food court.

Visit with the Mercenaries and Women of Das Geld Fdhnlein: Learn what it was like to be a German mercenary in the Middle
Ages and see what it took to survive back in the day.

See the Joust: Take the time to watch armored knights on horseback trying to knock each other off with colored lances. Cheer
for your favorite knight. The most attended joust of the day is the final joust which is a *must-see* show.

Get Knighted: If you've played games and won awards (or even if you haven’t) attend our knight ceremony and be made an
official Knight of the Round Table.

Get a Memento: Stop by our Souvenir Booth on your way out of the Faire and purchase a memento of your first faire
experience.
